Booking a drive in test is the fastest way to get a test and the result – please do this if at all 

possible before asking for a home test kit. 

If you are struggling to access a test please contact school for assistance. 

Is my child too ill to attend 

school, whatever the illness? 

Would you have kept them off 

before Covid-19? 

Speak to their 

specialist team if you 

are concerned or 

haven’t already had 

contact about 

measures to take or 

been sent a letter. 

Does your child have a chronic, 

underlying health condition, such 

as cystic fibrosis or a 

compromised immune system? 

Keep your child off school until 

they are well enough to return (or 

48 hours from their last round of 

vomiting/diarrhoea). 

Do they have 

1. A new continuous cough? 

2. A fever (High temperature over 

38oC)? 

3. A loss or change of sense of 

smell or taste? 

Children who are otherwise well with: 

Runny noses, 

Sore throats without a fever, 

Mild colds, 

Should attend school as usual. 

Keep your child off school and 

stay at home. 

Using the online or phone service 

arrange for a test as soon as 

possible. 

Please keep school informed of 

the outcome of the test as soon 

as possible. 

Your child and household must 

self-isolate until you have the 

results of the test or for up to 14 

days.
