The curriculum is divided into 7 areas of
learning which are highlighted in this leaflet
for you.

Communication & Language

The children are encouraged to speak in front of
their class peers, in partners and small groups, to
share their thoughts, ideas and opinions. They are

During story time they are encouraged to remember
the key parts and be able to comment on what is

happening. At this stage in the year, the children are

encouraged to follow instructions when listening
as a larger group.

The focus for our PE lessons will be dance and
games (2).

In dance, the children will be exploring how to
move at different speeds, levels, direction and
pathways, using music and storytelling.

In Games (2), the children are going to continue
exploring different equipment and start to
participate in simple activities/games.

This half-term we will be continuing to focus on numbers
1-5, looking beyond 5 in the latter weeks. Through a
range of practical activities the children will be subitising
numbers, saying how many there are without counting,
exploring composition of numbers and comparing
quantities.
